Have a Safe and Happy Halloween! 
Reprinted from the October 2007 Jollie Collie       

 

Halloween will soon be here, yet neither tricks nor too many treats are good for your Beardie. Halloween can be a 
scary experience for your Beardie and turn out badly for trick-or-treaters on your property if you don't plan ahead. 
 
Here are some tips to help ensure a safe and Happy "Halloween" with your Beardie: 
 

 Although you may want to include your Beardie in the festivities, remember that chocolate and sweets 
are not healthy for your canine.  A dog's digestive system is not adapted for sweets, and chocolate 
contains Theobromine, which can be harmful and sometimes fatal. Dark chocolate is especially high in 
this chemical. 

 
 On Halloween night, walk your dog while it is still light out, if possible. Your dog may find candy, 

wrappers, and broken eggs on lawns and streets. Make sure that these tempting treats stay out of reach. 
 

 Make sure pets are in a safe and secure room when you answer the door to prevent them from running 
out, getting hurt, and frightening your visitors. If you want your Beardie to greet trick-or-treaters, keep him 
on leash.  Your Beardie may be stressed by the noise, activity, or simply the interruption of his normal 
routine.  
 

 

 
 If you decide to dress up your Beardie in a costume, supervise 

him at all times. Make sure it fits properly and is not in the way 
of his breathing, eyesight, or hearing. If he swallows any elastic 
or decorative items, it could cause bowel obstructions or 
choking. 

 
 Children in costumes, particularly masks, can frighten your 

Beardie and, in turn, they may frighten children. 
 

 Be careful about where you place candles and Jack-o-
Lanterns. They can easily be knocked over by your Beardie's 
wagging tail – and either start a fire or burn him.

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Bearded Collie Breed Critiques 

by Judge Charlotte Laning 

Vrethammar  

Thank you all who made this show possible. I am very 
grateful to have been invited to judge, it is such an 
honor to judge a specialty and such a thrill to see so 
many “new” Beardies. The quality in general was high 
and I must say I was extremely impressed with how 
your dogs handled the shooting next door. I strongly 
believe Beardies should be able to handle gun shots 
but this was excessive! Several hundred very loud gun 
shots at such a short distance is a lot for any dog to 
take, yet almost all the dogs behaved - even happy to 
be in the ring! 
 
In my opinion, breed type is the most important thing 
when judging. Any dog (even a mutt, actually!) can be 
structurally sound and move well, but only a Beardie 
possesses Beardie type and breed type is what the 
whole idea of purebred dogs builds on.  
 
I look for a dog with a typical Beardie outline - a long, 
medium sized dog with long “details”, strongly made, 
yet light on its feet, that does not appear heavy. The 
medium length neck should blend smoothly into the 
topline which should never be sloping either on the 
move or when stacked.  The head should be strong, 
well filled out but not overly broad with a soft, inquiring 
and intelligent expression. Short muzzles give an 
untypical “cute” look that may be appealing to some 
but that are very untypical for our breed. The Beardie 
should be very balanced on the move with long strides 
that are close to the ground. The coat should not be 
overly profuse or long and presented naturally. 
Sculpting and scissoring is not only a serious fault in 
the standard but also negatively affects breed type. 
 
I was very happy with my winners. Thank you again 
for inviting me!

Cricket finished her Rally Advanced title 

with a first place at the Sunday Moses 

Lake Rally Trial.  She moved up into 

Rally Excellent at one of my favorite 

clusters, the Lewiston Shows in April.  

Cricket qualified both days and both 

days, went first. (Just an aside about the 

Lewiston Rally venue:  The dogs 

compete outside in a grassy area that is 

separated from the Fairgrounds 

boundary fence by baby gates.  As 

Cricket and I were doing the Honor 

exercise, I noticed three squirrels, about 

four feet off the ground in a tree, 

apparently judging us.  Fortunately, our 

dogs aren't bothered by squirrels.) 

At the Yakima Valley Kennel Club Trial, 

Cricket finished her Rally Excellent, 

doing one of the 270 degree turns on her 

rear legs.  She went 4th there, due to a 

silly human error.  I am very proud of my 

girl, going into the ring nine times and 

coming out with three titles. Since that 

time, we have earned two of the required 

three legs for Cricket's CD. 

Jessye showed at the same Moses Lake 

trial as Cricket did, and qualified in Rally 

Novice.  She finished her Rally Novice 

title at Yakima.  I have made a habit of 

getting photos for finishing companion 

titles, since more time is spent training 

towards those titles than the 

championships, and I value  the time I

On August 14, Brinian (MBISS Am/Can Ch Fivefields Reckless Abandon AX AXJ 

PT RA ROM ROMA ROMI VX CGC TDI therapy dog, etc.) became the first bearded 

collie to title in K9 Nosework at a trial held in Shoreline, WA. Nosework emulates the 

work that drug dogs, bomb dogs and arson dogs, among others, do to detect and 

identify the source of specific target odors. In nosework, the odors are birch, anise 

and clove. To earn a title, the dog must pass all four 'elements' on the same day. The 

elements are exteriors, interiors, containers, and vehicles. The dog not only has to 

find the hide within the time allowed, but must alert the handler and the handler must 

be able to tell the judge within a few inches where the dog has located the hide. The 

judges are usually law enforcement dog handlers. More information about the sport 

can be found at http://www.funnosework.com/.

Another First!  Beardie Titles in Lure Coursing! 

On August 21, Ch Pentangle’s Express Yourself at Marikei CA, also known as 

Dillon, has earned his first level CAT title. It seems that Dillon may be the first 

Beardie to achieve the first level in this new Lure Coursing title. Until recently, 

Lure Coursing was an event open only to sighthounds. The AKC has now opened 

it up to all breeds.  Lure coursing is a modern sport based upon the ancient sport 

of live game coursing, or the pursuit of game by dogs that hunt by sight rather 

than scent. The dogs chase an artificial lure, in an open field and are judged on  

overall ability, speed, endurance, agility, and how well they follow the lure. For a 

dog the size of a Beardie the test involves a 600 yard course with straight-aways 

and turns.  The dog must remain interested and chasing the lure for the entire 

course and not leave the course. This is a fun sport and the dogs are kept in such 

good healthy shape, by doing something that comes naturally and that they really 

like to do.

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Remembering the Dog Heroes of September 11th

A decade ago on September 11, nearly 3,000 people died when terrorists attacked on U.S. soil. 

As we remember the horror of that day ten years ago and pay tribute to those whose lives were lost or shattered, I'd 

like to offer a small tribute to the nearly 400 canine heroes called to service in the aftermath of 9/11. 

Never before in our history have dogs been called upon to help humans in the aftermath of such a massive and 

horrific disaster. The 9/11 dogs performed beyond all expectations, in spite of the danger, the long days and nights, 

and the hopelessness that so often descended. 

Retrievers, Police Dogs, Mixed Breeds and a Dachshund  

In the month following the terrorist attacks of September 11, 2001, over 350 dogs and their handlers went to work in 

New York City and Washington, D.C. 

Search and rescue dogs, police dogs, therapy and comfort dogs from all over the U.S., Canada, Puerto Rico and 

Europe were brought in to help find survivors at Ground Zero and the Pentagon, and to recover remains. 

They were also there to lift the sagging spirits of the exhausted, devastated workers at both sites. 

Labs and golden retrievers, German shepherds, border collies, rotties, spaniels, mixed breeds, a lone Doberman 

and even a few dachshunds became a part of history as they worked tirelessly alongside human rescue crews 

plowing through the rubble and debris. 

Working 12-Hour Days on 'The Pile' 

Search and rescue (SAR) dogs must be certified by the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) in order 

to be called to service in a situation like the aftermath of the terrorist attacks on 9/11. 

The dogs learn to develop specialized disaster response skills. For example, they are trained to detect odors 

emitted by a human body under stress. They also learn to distinguish between the scent of a living body and a 

cadaver. 

Work shifts for SAR dogs and their handlers at Ground Zero were 12 hours, and sometimes up to 16 hours of non-

stop searching. The dogs scorched their paws digging in the white-hot rubble and debris. They soldiered on through 

heavy clouds of noxious dust and smoke.  

Most SAR dogs will search continuously for a scent until they are called off. They demonstrate a determination and 

motivation unmatched by man or machine. 

Fortunately, despite how long and hard the SAR dogs worked with their noses buried in 'the pile,' subsequent 

studies of nearly 100 of them indicate they did not suffer from the breathing-related conditions many of the human 

rescue workers acquired. 

But the dogs did not escape their Ground Zero efforts unscathed. Search and rescue work is physically and 

psychologically traumatic for dogs as well as humans.

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Keeping the Dogs Healthy 

One dog found two bodies of missing firefighters on his first day at Ground Zero. 

According to his human partner, the dog became overwhelmed. He lay down and curled up on the spot. Soon after, he 

began to shed hair at an alarming rate. He refused to eat or interact with other dogs. He withdrew. His owner decided it was 

time to retire the 12 year-old German shepherd search and rescue veteran. 

Another dog lost 12 pounds in 11 days. 

SAR dogs trained to find the living can become increasingly stressed and depressed the longer they search with no result. 

Their handlers are aware of the importance of morale in these specially trained dogs. 

At Ground Zero, it was common for owners to stage mock finds so the dogs could feel successful. 

One of the incentives for SAR dogs to find a live person is the hope he or she will play upon being found. Mock scenarios 

usually result in a few minutes of playtime for the dog who makes the 'find.' 

In addition to keeping morale high, it was also important at Ground Zero to handle any physical problems the dogs 

developed as a result of long hours in extremely difficult terrain. Doggy 'MASH' units were set up at the site and staffed with 

veterinarians and other animal healthcare workers experienced not only in stitching cuts and setting bones, but also in 

canine massage and chiropractic. 

Trained to Detect Human Trauma 

In the days following the September 11 attacks, therapy and comfort dogs were also at work in New York and at the 

Pentagon. 

The presence of therapy dogs at both sites, and especially Ground Zero, was invaluable. Rescue workers found comfort just 

petting the dogs. They took breaks from the horror to play fetch, or to talk with a dog. These brave men and women were 

often not able to open up to each other, but it was okay to reach out to the dogs. 

According to one unidentified handler, "These dogs have been trained to pick up on trauma and go towards it. So they 

pursue people they perceive as being in a state of trauma ... We've been visiting a lot of firemen, police, and cleanup detail." 

The 9/11 therapy dogs served as an unflagging morale booster for Ground Zero workers. Every soul who worked 'the pile' 

will agree the presence of the dogs was as important emotionally as it was for search and rescue. 

From Terri Crisp, Director of the Emergency Animal Rescue Service in 2001: 

"There were two things, the handler told us, that really yanked on his emotions—a small doll pulled from the debris and the 

gift he and Ranger [his dog] had received from a child. The gift was a small Ziploc bag with two dog biscuits and two 

Hershey kisses inside, along with a note printed by the child that said, 'Lassie would be so proud of you.' " 

Many are Gone Now, but None are Forgotten 

Ten years have passed since 9/11. A great many of the over 350 dogs that worked in dedicated partnership with humans at 

Ground Zero and the Pentagon are no longer alive. 

But their spirit lives on … in photos, in stories, in memories … in the hearts and minds of a nation.

 Dog Heroes continued… 
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Cal and Asti's Excellent Adventure by Jamie Stevens 

They told us that Beardies are versatile and indeed they are!  Recently we 

attended a recumbent bike/tricycle retreat at Ft. Stevens State Park in 

Oregon.  Not to be left at home on our triking adventure, the Beardie Boyz  - 

Cal and Asti - had to learn how to ride in children’s Burley trailers.  We 

already had the trailers which we had used to pull our previous dogs behind 

our recumbent tricycles. This was something new for the Beardie Boyz . 

The Trikes:  Barry designed and built the trikes.  They have 91 gear 

choices and have advanced from drum brakes to hydraulic disc brakes 

since it was difficult to stop going downhill with a dog in the trailer with the 

original brakes. Ask Jamie about the adventure of almost rolling into a busy 

intersection in downtown Vancouver BC.   We have gone as far as 35 miles 

in a day and as fast as 45mph so the dogs cannot trot along in those 

instances.  We also have a Springer attached to a trike which allows a dog 

to trot along without us having to hold a leash or try to not run over him. 

The Trailers: Barry researched and determined that the single Burley Solo 

was the lightest weight at the time we purchased them.  They are rated for 

50lbs and roll quite easily.  They have a hand  brake to prevent rolling when 

stopped.  Jamie discovered that there is a lot of drag when she rides a mile 

with the trailer brake still engaged.  Remember:  brake off before pedaling!! 

The Training: Because things with wheels and things that make funny 

noises scare some Beardies, we started by just putting the trailers in the 

house, then in the driveway.  We tossed favorite toys or treats in the trailers 

for the boys to retrieve.  Gradually each would easily retrieve the prize and 

had started to put a foot in to get the treat further back in the trailer.  Next 

came sit in the trailer….not entirely comfortable at first.  Of course, both 

hopped out on the first move but were encouraged to get back in.  The dogs 

wear seat belt harnesses and are attached to the trailer with enough lead so 

that they could move around. (see picture of Cal n Asti sitting in the trailer) 

The Test:   We proceeded slowly down our road with one dog on the 

Springer and one in the trailer, one of us walking beside, then traded dog 

positions.   Of course both jumped out once at very slow speed but dragging 

a trailer behind was not pleasant for the dog!  Back in they went and neither 

attempted a jump out on the move again!!  Beardies do learn fast. 

The Adventure:  Three days of riding the trails at Ft Stevens State Park, we 

started gradually and rode a little further each day.  Cal sat up almost the 

entire time and barely moved; but he seemed to enjoy the wind blowing in 

his hair.  Asti had to make sure he knew where mom and brother Cal were 

at frequent intervals and would pop up in his trailer and watch behind.  

Abbie the Corgi used to ride but she never really enjoyed it.  She was 

perfectly happy to stay behind in the van and take  luxurious afternoon naps 

without the Beardie Boyz annoying her! 

Cal and Asti did seem to enjoy their recumbent trike and trailer adventure.  

Both get excited now when they see the trikes.  Time for more fun rides. 
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RESCUE REPORT:  ANNIE FROM THE DALLES NEEDS HELP 

 

 

We’ve been working with a shelter in The Dalles, Oregon to determine the 

suitability of placing Annie through BCCA.  Her origin is unknown, but she 

probably came from a commercial breeder as I don’t think I can say puppy 

mill in the Jollie Collie.
